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HELP KEEP YOUR DOG SAFE



Know what your dog is doing at all times.
Keep your dog by your side, and ‘keep an eye’ on what he/she is doing.
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Don’t let your dog be ‘rude’ and race up to others.

If your dog races up to another dog, the other dog might not like it!  

It might bark or bite, or it might be very scared. 

[image: image4.wmf]Remember other dogs simply might not want to "make friends" with your dog.


Make sure you keep a safe space between your dog and others. 
Don't crowd other dogs either: 

1) in class and, 

2) while walking or tethered OUTSIDE the ring. 

Remember some dogs need more space than others and it is up to you to respect their space requirements.


Give way to others in narrow spaces such as doorways, entering and leaving a ring.

Watching your dog's body language.

Avoiding conflict.
Do something to get your dog's attention 

and/or simply walk in the opposite direction 

to break your dog’s focus.
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
