The Scientific Advisory Committee has been appointed to look at the scientific feasibility of conducting a health study, including looking at the scientific merit for various health study methodologies and reviewing scientific 'peer reviewed' literature on studies conducted on children of Vietnam veterans, other veterans and other relevant studies. 
Terms of reference were finalized prior to the meeting, which are:
· provide an opinion to the Repatriation Commission on the feasibility of conducting any proposed health study of sons and daughters of Vietnam veterans; 

· act as a mechanism for consultation between the Department and the veteran community over the study; 

· allow communication between the veteran community and the Department on issues relating to the study; 

· assist in the formation and guidance of an independent Scientific Advisory Committee (SAC) to provide scientific oversight to the study; and 

· provide a veteran community perspective to the SAC, incorporating in particular the perspective of sons and daughters of Vietnam veterans.
