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Fire Preparedness 
This morning Jenny and I attended an in-
service about Planning for Bushfires.  The 
aim of the presentation was to increase 
awareness around Bushfire Emergency 
Planning for an unpredictable fire.    
Schools have completed an online self 
assessment assessing the possible risks 
during a bushfire.  This tool is then used to 
identify  facilities that  will be placed on a 
high risk register.  If placed on this register, 
the facility may be required to close during 
the bushfire season.    Where possible the 
department of Education will provide up to 
3 days notice of a planned closure.  There 
are some instances however where this 
amount of notice is not possible.   Once a 
school has been notified to close, it will not 
remain open despite  a favourable change 
in the weather.  This allows for parents to 
organise children and limit confusion. 
 
Swimming 
Thankyou once again to all families for 
supporting our swimming program.  I 
acknowledge for many families that the 
early finish meant a juggle of work/care  
arrangements-so thankyou everyone. 
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Buildings Update 
We now have a new netball ring and 
beautiful asphalt for the children to 
play on.
