
JONO BREAKS THROUGH 

 ON NEW COURSE 

South Bendigo Cross Country athletes found a new course at Victa 
Road, East Bendigo, to be one of the best. 
 

The fast & flat 3000 metre loop course started at the gateway to the 
Wellsford Forest. 
The first event of the day was the Bicknell’s Sport 6500 metre handicap, 
consisting of a 500 metre out & back section, followed by two 3km circuits. 
Kirsty Seipolt led for almost the entire event, before Jono Giles snatched 
the lead with 40 metres to go. Jono broke through for his first club run 
victory, after a string of placing, with a time of 25.21 minutes. 
 

Kirsty Seipolt ran a bold race to finish second, with David Purdon in third 
place with the fastest time of 22.37 minutes. 
 

Keith Noden was a popular winner in the Hume & Iser 3000 metre 
handicap. The 76 year old ran 23 seconds under his estimated time to win 
in 18.52 minutes. Another grand veteran John Justice finished in second 
place with the fast finishing Carol Coad in third place. 
 

Fastest time went to Scott Purdon in a slick time of 10.02 minutes. 
 
The third event of the day was won by Holly Hawke, in the Bendigo 
Toyworld 800 metre handicap for the under 10 athletes. Holly ran a time of 
3.55 minutes, to win from Madison Bryce & Will Noden. 
 

Fastest Time went to Jeremiah Jones, who finished fourth with a time of 
3.19 minutes. 
 

Nerrida Holland led from start to finish in the Kevin Healey Retravision 1500 
metres. Nerrida ran a time of 9.04 minutes to hold off the fast finishing Cara 
Jones, with Riley Raven in third place. 
 

Neil Britten continued his dominance of fastest time honors, with a time of 
5.40 minutes.

To get to the venue, from Bendigo, turn right at Subway in Epsom, turn right 
into Golf Course Road, past the front of the Bendigo Golf Course, travel 
approx. 1km where the event starts on the right hand side.
