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Large numbers tackle 2006 South Bendigo Invitation

The annual South Bendigo Athletic Club Invitation/Fun Run was held in perfect conditions on Saturday at the Woodvale Recreation Reserve, just north of Eaglehawk.

In what was a close battle in the 6500 metres, three teenagers filled the placings, with Bendigo YMCA’s Brady Threlfall & Leon Keely finishing first & second, with only two seconds separating the pair.
South Bendigo athletes filled the next four placings, with Peter Rice third, David Purdon fourth, Scott Purdon fifth & Kyall Britten sixth.

The top six placegetters all broke the 23 minute barrier, Threlfall being the fastest with 22.06 minutes.
Threlfall won the Under 20 section & the sash for being overall first.

Leon Keely claimed first place in the Under 18 section, David Purdon won the Open Men’s section, BYM’s Ross Evans first over 40 years athlete & Charles Chambers first over 50.

South Bendigo’s Clare McKechnie won the women’s sash for being first female to finish in a time of 25.10 minutes, 1.24 minutes clear of Bendigo YMCA’s Anne Buckley, with University’s Jenny Buchanan, third over the line & first over 40 years.

In the 3200 metres, Bendigo YMCA’s Matthew Hooke was first over the line in a time of 11.10 minutes, from team mates Michael Kauter & Craig Green.

Eaglehawk’s Brigette Healey was the first Under 16 athlete to finish with a time of 12.05 minutes and winning the junior girls sash.

Bendigo YMCA athlete James Robinson took out the Under 16 boys section with a time of 12.11 minutes.
Under 14 winners were BYM’s Shane Keely & Eaglehawk’s Emily Perks.

Mandy Worthington of South Bendigo claimed the first invitation female award.

Madeleine Evely from the University Club was first over the line in the 1000 metres with a time of 3.43 minutes, claiming the girls sash for the first under 12 girl.
Second over the line and winning the sash for being first under 12 boy was Eaglehawk’s Tom Savage with a time of 3.52 minutes.
Under 10 winners were University’s Dane Heiden & South Bendigo’s Kaitlyn Bryce.
In the Under 8 race over 500 metres, it was South Bendigo’s Jake Hilson first in a time of 2.06 minutes.
First Under 8 girl was Bendigo YMCA’s Anna Purtill in 2.12 minutes.
