Cross Country Results 22nd April 2006


Cornell makes it two in a row
 
Ryan Cornell has claimed back to back victories after winning the latest South Bendigo Athletic Club Cross Country event held on a new course in Heinz Street, White Hills.
Cornell win in the Bicknell’s Sport 6500 metres Handicap, followed his victory at Landry Road, two weeks earlier, over the same distance.
Cornell ran a time of 25.03 minutes, being 62 seconds under his estimated time, to beat winner of race one, John McGrath with Greg Hilson in third place.
Peter Rice claimed the fastest time with 22.52 minutes.
Gina Hilson had an all the way win in the Hume & Iser 3000 metre Handicap, running 51 seconds under her estimated time to finish in 19.09 minutes.
Second place & Fastest Time went to backmarker Scott Purdon with a time of 10.30 minutes with David Somerton running home strongly for third place.
In the closest finish of the day, Jake Hilson ran 3.24 minutes to hold off a fast finishing Maire Playford, with Kyle Hilson in third place in the Bendigo Toyworld 800 metre handicap.
Matthew Higgs ran fastest time of 3.08 minutes, just one second quicker than Maire Playford’s 3.09 minutes.
Jeremiah Jones ran 13 seconds inside his estimated time to win the Kevin Healey Retravision 1500 metre handicap.
Jeremiah ran a time of 6.52 minutes to chase down & beat Peter Curtis Snr by 3 seconds, with Tanya Higgs running home strongly into third place.
Greg Hilson ran the fastest time of 5.08 minutes.
Next Saturday, Club Run # 4 will be held at Atlas Road, Junortoun, with some athletes heading to Melbourne for the Athletics Victoria Cross Country Relays, the club’s Bicknell’s Sport Long distance & Hume & Iser Middle distance race will be combined and run over 4000 metres starting at 2.00pm.
The Under 10 Bendigo Toyworld 1000 metres will follow at 2.40pm, with the Kevin Healey Retravision Open 2000 metres being held at approx. 2.55pm.
To get to the start, take McIvor Road from Bendigo to Junortoun, opposite the gates of Lord’s Raceway turn left into Atlas Road, travel approx. 800 metres, where the events start on the left hand side , along the fence line of the old Longlea Ammunition site.
New runners and visitors are always welcome and should arrive at the venue no later than 1.45pm.
On Saturday 6th May, the Bendigo YMCA Invitation will be held at the Ken Wust Reserve in Quarry Hill, see next weeks note for more information.
