The South Bendigo Athletic Club’s Under 20 team finished a creditable 5th place in the Athletics Victoria Cross Country Relay Championships held on the weekend in Melbourne.
The team of three completed the 3 x 6km relay in 67.02 minutes with Peter Rice running the teams quickest time with 21.32 minutes.
Jono Giles, having his first run at State level, finished the journey in 23.44 minutes with Kyall Britten anchoring the team, with a time of 21.46 minutes.
On the local scene, Cross Country running was held at Atlas Road, Junortoun, with Scott Purdon taking out the Hume & Iser / Bicknells Sports 4000 metres in a close finish and a good time of 14.00 minutes.
After leading for 3999 metres, 76 year old Keith Noden finished in second place, Peter Curtis Jnr claimed third place with Backmarker David Purdon running the fastest time of 13.55 minutes.
Backmarker Jake Hilson made it back to back wins in the Bendigo Toyworld Under 10 event, winning the 1000 metres handicap in 4.22 minutes and claiming fastest time.
Kyle Hilson finished in second place with co-backmarker Jeremiah Jones in third place.
In the Kevin Healey Retravision 2000 metres handicap, Gina Hilson ran a time of 12.44 minutes to win the event from Nathan Coad, with Neil Britten third and fastest time of 7.47 minutes.
This week’s competition moves to Quarry Hill, where the club competes at Bendigo YMCA Athletic Club’s Invitation Day at the Ken Wust Reserve, opposite the Quarry Hill Golf Course, with access gained via Peel Street.
Junior races will start first from 2pm.
The next SBAC Club run will be held in Whipstick Road, Lightning Hill on Saturday 13th May over 6500m, 3000m, 800m & 1500m and is a BYO afternoon tea to share.
