The “association which is overly protective of the unauthorised mention of its name”.

A private organisation incorporated in 1996 in response to the closure of the last bank in Trentham. The association purports to represent the entire community of Trentham.

Initially well supported by the local community, but general apathy gradually took over.

In August 2001 the entire serving Management Committee resigned, being replaced by new members, apparently mostly drawn from the ranks of the foundering Trentham Tourist Railway Inc.

The association has a stated purpose of promoting the town of Trentham for the exclusive benefit of current "residents and traders".

With the introduction of the new Management Committee, the direction and purpose of the association seems to have changed also.

Despite collecting no fees since 2001 the association currently attracts a membership of less than 7% of the community population. Membership numbers are unverified, as the association operates no membership renewal/verification process. Attendance at meetings is minimal (usually less than 10) therefore it could be reasonably assumed the membership numbers are overstated and / or the members contribute little.

Requests from a Management Committee member for access to official books of the association, including books of accounts, remain unfulfilled – and contributed to the (invalid) expulsion of the member.

Management of the association has recently been investigated by the Department of Justice, Consumer Affairs, and found wanting.
